Northview OGT Preparation  
Detailed Intervention Plan  

It is the goal of Northview High School for all students to be successful academically.  There are two 
main components to this success: 1. passing the courses required for graduation, and 2. passing the 
Ohio Graduation Test.  To facilitate this endeavor, it is evident that some students are in need of 
remediation and extra help from certified teachers in the core curriculum.  The following is a detailed 
plan that we use to prepare students for the Ohio Graduation Tests. 

ALL STUDENTS  

March of 9th grade yearðAll freshmen take a full-length OGT pre-test.  Teachers grade the test and 
determine students who may be at-risk.  A database is compiled and distributed to teachers.  Stu-
dents receive a letter in the fall recommending after school OGT prep for a five week session.  This 
year, October 3-November 3 is our first intervention period. 

November of 10th grade yearðAll sophomores take a half-length OGT pre-test.  Teachers grade the 
test and determine students who may be at-risk.  A database is compiled and distributed to teachers.  
Students receive a letter in January recommending after school OGT prep for a five week session in 
February-March. 

Upperclassmen will be notified and asked to use the DeskTop Tutor and ODE prescriptive website to 
complete OGT practice tests.  Those students with room in their schedules, who have failed one or 
more portions of the OGT, are assigned to Academic Assistance Center during the school day at 
least four weeks prior to a testing period in order to work with a teacher to prepare for the tests.  Stu-
dents who do not have time for the intervention receive a letter informing them of the upcoming tests 
and providing them with resources for self-study in addition to the invitation to after school interven-
tion as detailed below. 

NV teachers have aligned their classes to the Ohio academic content standards and are familiar with 

what students need to be successful on the OGT.  In addition to their daily classroom instruction, 

most core teachers have created an ñOGT Boot Campò for a period of time during February-March 

prior to testing to better prepare students for OGT specific content. 

Please note: During both the fall and winter OGT prep sessions, upperclassmen who have failed one 

or more sections of the test are also included in the invitation to participate in intervention.  Teachers 

access studentsô content strengths and weaknesses from the past test/s in order to help design the 

intervention sessions.  

Free SAT and ACT preparation available online  

Students interested in preparing for the ACT and SAT may access many resources at INFOhioôs 
Learning Express Library.  There they will find free practice tests for the ACT and SAT, as well as 
many advanced placement tests. Students will need to create an account here, where they will log in 
and can keep track of their work.
