Northview OGT Preparation  

Detailed Intervention Plan  

It is the goal of Northview High School for all students to be successful aca-

demically.  There are two main components to this success: 1. passing the 

courses required for graduation, and 2. passing the Ohio Graduation Test.  To 

facilitate this endeavor, it is evident that some students are in need of reme-

diation and extra help from certified teachers in the core curriculum.  The fol-

lowing is a detailed plan that we use to prepare students for the Ohio Gradua-

tion Tests.  

ALL STUDENTS  

March of 9 th  grade year ðAll freshmen take a full - length OGT pre - test.  Teach-

ers grade the test and determine students who may be at - risk.  A database is 

compiled and distributed to teachers.  Students receive a letter in the fall rec-

ommending after school OGT prep for a five week session.  This year, October 

3-November 3 is our first intervention period.  

November of 10 th  grade year ðAll sophomores take a half - length OGT pre - test.  

Teachers grade the test and determine students who may be at - risk.  A data-

base is compiled and distributed to teachers.  Students receive a letter in Janu-

ary recommending after school OGT prep for a five week session in February -

March.  

Upperclassmen will be notified and asked to use the DeskTop Tutor and ODE 

prescriptive website to complete OGT practice tests.  Those students with room 

in their schedules, who have failed one or more portions of the OGT, are as-

signed to Academic Assistance Center during the school day at least four weeks 

prior to a testing period in order to work with a teacher to prepare for the 

tests.  Students who do not have time for the intervention receive a letter in-

forming them of the upcoming tests and providing them with resources for self -

study in addition to the invitation to after school intervention as detailed below.  

NV teachers have aligned their classes to the Ohio academic content standards 

and are familiar with what students need to be successful on the OGT.  In addi-

tion to their daily classroom instruction, most core teachers have created an 

ñOGT Boot Campò for a period of time during February-March prior to testing to 

better prepare students for OGT specific content.  

Please note: During both the fall and winter OGT prep sessions, upperclassmen 

who have failed one or more sections of the test are also included in the invita-

tion to participate in intervention.  Teachers access studentsô content strengths 

and weaknesses from the past test/s in order to help design the intervention 

sessions.

Students interested in preparing for the ACT and SAT may access many re-

sources at INFOhioôs Learning Express Library. There they will find free prac-

tice tests for the ACT and SAT, as well as many advanced placement tests.

Some colleges require that you file other 
financial aid forms in addition to the 
FAFSA such as the CSS Financial Profile 
(College Scholarship Service).

Late Start for 11th and 12th Grade 
Students 
On March 12-16 both Northview and 
Southview high schools will be administer-
ing the 10th grade Ohio Graduation Tests 
(OGT).  To help facilitate the testing, all 
sophomores and any juniors needing to 
pass one or more sections of the OGT will 
report at the normal start time.  All other 
students in 11th and 12th grade will follow 
a two-hour delay for the week. 

Students in the 9th grade will report at the 
regular time on March 12-16 in order to 
take a practice version of the OGT in all 
five areas of the test.  This version is being 
administered in order to gather data for 
intervention purposes and to expose 9th 
graders to the test that they must pass 
before graduation. 

Buses will follow their normal routes and 
times for students.  A study hall will be 
provided for those students arriving on 
buses at the normal start time.  Regular 
classes will begin at 9:35 a.m. for all stu-
dents. 

Buses will not be running 2 hours late.  It is 
important that students find alternative 
transportation or plan on bus transporta-
tion at normal pick up time.

At times, the call may come later 
than 5:45 a.m. if the weather situation is still developing and additional time is needed to assess 
conditions.  If needed, the second point comes by 7:45 a.m. when a final decision to remain open 
or close is made.  Ohio school districts are granted up to five calamity days.  If districts go over that 
allotment, they are required to make up the days.

Social Media Trends.   
¶ Facebook has teamed up with Lifeline to offer a 24/7  program that enables users to instantly 
connect with a crisis counselor through Facebookôs ñchatò messaging system.  Earlier this 
year, Facebook announced changes to how users report bullying, offensive content and fake 
profiles. 

¶ Teensô Perceptions of the Good and Bad of Social Networking.  With 95% of American 
teens online, and 80% on social media sites, social media has become a crux of the American 
teenagerôs social life and development.  Sixty-nine percent of connected teenagers say their 
peers are "mostly kind to one another," 88% say they have witnessed "people being mean and 
cruel to another person on the sites," with 15% reporting themselves as being the target.  More 
than half (55%) say they have decided not to post something online out of concern that it might 
reflect poorly on them in the future.
