Northview OGT Preparation

Detailed Intervention Plan

It is the goal of Northview High School for all students to be successful aca-
demically. There are two main components to this success: 1. passing the
courses required for graduation and 2. passing the Ohio Graduation Test. To
facilitate this endeavor, it is evident that some students are in need of reme-

diation and extra help from certified teachers in the core curriculum. The fol-

lowing is a detailed plan that we use to prepare students for the Ohio Gradua-
tion Tests.

ALL STUDENTS

March of 9 ™ grade year & All freshmen take a full  -length OGT pre -test. Teach-
ers grade the test and determine students who may be at -risk. A database is
compiled and distributed to teachers. Students receive a letter in the fall rec-
ommending after school OGT prep for a five week session. This year, October 3
-November 3 is our first intervention period.

November of 10 ™ grade year & All sophomores take a half  -length OGT pre -test.

Teachers grade the test and determine students who may be at -risk. A data-
base is compiled and distributed to teachers. Students receive a letter in Janu-

ary recommending after school OGT prep for a five week session in February -
March.

Upperclassmen will be notified and asked to use the DeskTop Tutor and ODE
prescriptive website to complete OGT practice tests. Those students with room

in their schedules, who have failed one or more portions of the OGT, are as-

signed to Academic Assistance Center during the school day at least four weeks

prior to a testing period in order to work with a teacher to prepare for the

tests. Students who do not have time for the intervention receive a letter in-

forming them of the upcoming tests and providing them with resources for self -
study in addition to the invitation to after school intervention as detailed below.

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Dress Code Guidelines

In order to promote a positive, effective learning environment where educators and students can|fo-
cus on teaching and learning, Northview expects its students to dress appropriatelfpersonal ap-
pearance shall not detract the educational process. Appropriateness and tastefulness are the crit¢ria
of proper dress for both males and females at both high schools. The following establishes the mini-
mum acceptable standards for student dress code:

A. All shirt and tops must have shoulder seams that are at least
four inches, full back and fronts. Transparent, excessively
tight or seethrough tops, bare midriffs, strapless tops anfl
outfits that provide minimum coverage or show cleavage, for
are of suggestive nature are prohibited; halters, backlegs
dresses or tops, tube tops, muscle shirts, tops with fraygd
edges, or any clothing exposing undergarments or excessjve
skin which may be distracting are prohibited. Orermed
sleeved shirt are not permitted. Blouses or shirts should e
tucked in or extended below the waistband.

B. Apparel shall be adequate in both length and coverage to pe
considered appropriate for school. Shorts, dresses amd
skirts must be below the fingertips when the arms are ei-
tended down the sides.

C. Boxer shorts, pajama bottoms and bedroom slippers afe
prohibited. Pants or boxer shorts having exposed or open
flies are prohibited.

D. Any article of clothing or jewelry that could likely cause injuty,
such as spiked belts, chains, bracelets, rings, chokers, harnd-
cuffs, safety pin on the body or studs are prohibited. Wallet chains on any length of any length or
size are prohibited.

E. Apparel, emblems, insignias, badges, or symbols that promote or advertise the use of alcdhol,
drugs, tobacco, sexelated slogans, violence or any other illegal/inappropriate activity are prohjb-
ited.

F. Apparel or symbols, which may be gang or coitiated, are prohibited.

G. Head coverings, including hats, bandanas, headbands, skullcaps or scarves worn as head cgver-
ings are prohibited, unless for religious reasons.

H. Eye contacts that cover the cornea with designs will not be allowed.

I.  Pants, shorts, and skirts must be worn at the waistline.

J. Coats will be prohibited during school hours.

When dress or grooming is questionable, the school administrators shall make the final decisjon.
Students in violation of this code may be removed from school or an activity and sent home to chapge.
Time missed from school/class will be considered unexcused. Continued violations will result in d|sci-
pline.

9 A student may possess a cell phone or other elec-
tronic communication devices (ECD) in school pro-
vided that during school hours and on school vehi-
cles the cell phone or ECD remains off. Please
